Academy is pleased to announce the National Science Foundation S-STEM scholarship 
for STEM students in the Seattle Colleges. This round of applications is open to students currently in 
developmental math who intend to transfer and complete a four year-degree in science, technology, 
engineering, or math. You must also be a U.S. citizen or permanent resident with documented financial need to 
be eligible. Awards begin at $1000 per quarter and increase to up to $2500 quarter after your first successful 
quarter. Scholars in good standing can automatically renew their scholarship for up to three years while working 
towards transfer from NSC.
